The following boolean conditions are available:

e MongoDbCollectionExists — checks whether the specified collection exists.
e MongoDbDocumentEzists — checks whether the specified collection/document
exists.

The following standalones are available:
e MongoDbConnection — defines a connection to a MongoDB instance.
The following sources are available:

e MongoDbGetCollection — forwards the specified collection.

e MongoDbListCollections — lists all collections in the current database con-
text.

e MongoDbListDatabases — lists all databases in the current connection con-
text.

e MongoDbNewCollection — creates a new collection and forwards it.

The following transformers are available:

e MongoDbCollectionUpdate — for updating a collection, e.g. adding a doc-
ument.

e MongoDbDocumentUpdate — for updating a document, adding/removing
values

e MongoDbFindDocuments — for locating documents in a collection

e MongoDGetDocumentKeys — returns all the keys in the document

o MongoDGetDocument Value — returns the value associated with the spec-
ified key
