Tools

The OpenStreetMap viewer is a simple tool for viewing maps using the official
OpenStreetMap site (internet access required). Figure [3.1] shows a map cen-
tered around Hamilton, NZ. The viewer allows you to center the map around
a provided GPS location, using the decimal notation for coordinates (“lat [,]
lon”).
